The Henry County Commission held its regular meeting on Tuesday, September 12,  2017, at 10:30 a.m.  The following members were in attendance:  Chairman David Money and Commissioners Benton Beasley, John Ralph Saunders, Jay Calhoun, Henry Grimsley and Gregory Reynolds.  

Chairman Money welcomed everyone in attendance.

Public Comment from Citizens
Joe Todd thanked the Commission for their support and invited them to join him on October 9, 2017 for a syrup making clinic and unveiling of the cane mill on October 9, 2017.

Comment from other Elected Officials and Department Heads
Chairman Money thanked Ronnie Dollar and Jon Taylor, road department, E911, sheriff’s department, and first responders for the execution of a well-defined plan in preparation for Hurricane Irma.  Ronnie Dollar thanked everyone involved and said the best way to serve the people is to come together and work together.  Sheriff Maddox thanked his deputies and stated it was well organized.
