The Henry County Commission held its regular meeting on Tuesday, February 11, 2020, at 10:30 a.m.  The following members were in attendance:  Chairman David Money and Commissioners Benton Beasley, John Ralph Saunders, Henry Grimsley and Gregory Reynolds.  Wally Howerton was absent.

Chairman Money welcomed everyone in attendance.  

Public Comment from Citizens
Chairman Money stated he would recognize Lori Wilcoxson and Rhonda Harrison, as well as SHARK Volunteers a little later.  

Comment from other Elected Officials and Department Heads
Chairman Money recognized Chad Granberry, Wayne Adkison, Michael Neiswanger and Mayor Billy Helms. 

After the Pledge of Allegiance, Invocation was given by John Ralph Saunders.

Chairman Money stated all Commissioners are present, except for Wally Howerton, we do have a quorum. 

Chairman Money recognized SHARK Volunteers; Vicki Bedsole, Gordon East, Kay Brown, and Marybeth Herndon.  Mr. East stated SHARK has outgrown itself with kennels in three locations with 60 dogs and was excited to announce SHARK is moving to a new location, one location, the old Faison’s Body Shop property across from Abbeville Fiber.  He noted this will be much more efficient – a four star hotel for dogs!  SHARK would appreciate any donations and support.   Chairman Money thanked each of the volunteers for what they do.  

Awards and Presentations

Chairman Money recognized Lori Wilcoxon, Rhonda Harrison and Jimmy Jones.  Ms. Wilcoxon stated “10 questions, 10 minutes, $1600.00 per person - per year” and discussed the importance of making sure the “Wiregrass” is counted in the 2020 Census.
